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Bridges by Tim Williamson 
 
I guess when most people hear 
the word ‘Bridge’ what springs to 
mind is Golden Gate, Sydney 
Harbour, Brooklyn, Tower, or 
perhaps Itchen!  
 

 When I think of bridges I 
recall leading a mission trip in 
Cambodia.  We were on a ten 
hour road (think mud track) trip 
from the capital Phnom Penh to 
Siem Reap, the other main city.  
Boy,  were our angels busy that 
day with huge water filled 
potholes and seemingly no rules 
of the road.  One bridge crossing 
over a small river was 
constructed of dilapidated bits of 
wood and seemed to be only held 
together by rope and a few rusty 
old bolts.  As the team panicked 
over their safety, I tried to 
reassure them that we would be 
okay, whilst inside feeling 
extremely fearful and praying like 
crazy! 
 

 There’s another kind of 
bridge that each one of us 
engages with many times a day.  
The relationships, friendships and 
associations that we have with 
those around us form bridges 

between us and them as we 
interact,  
 

however deep or shallow it might 
be.  Most of us cross those 
bridges a multitude of times a 
week and give it no thought 
whatsoever; it’s just a natural part 
of social interaction. 
 

 Christian commentators tell 
us that the Church and the 
Christian message is becoming 
increasingly pushed to the 
margins of society and perceived 
culturally irrelevant. For the 
current generation outside of the 
church walls, this makes the 
starting point in understanding 
Christianity a lot further back 
than in previous generations. 
Usually people are not going to 
walk into a church on a Sunday 
morning and declare they would 
like to give their lives to Jesus, 
nor are they going to go online 
and web browse through the four 
gospels.  If you like, we can view 
Church and the Christian sub-
culture like a small island drifting 
away from the mainland of 
society and relevance.  
 

 The relationships that we 
have with those non-believers 
outside of the church walls play a 

A Line from the Leadership 
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crucial role in breaching this ever-
widening chasm.  These everyday 
relationships are the ‘bridges’ 
over which these people may one 
day come to a saving knowledge 
of Jesus Christ.  
 

 But just the mention of 
terms like ‘personal evangelism’ 
or ‘intentionality’ can send 
Christians into a panic scurrying 
for cover in our warm and safe 
Christian ghettos.  This need not 
be the case!  Intentionality 
doesn’t mean forcing it down 
their throat or just seeing the non-
Christians around you as another 
potential notch on your bible!  I 
like to think of it as each 
Christian just ‘doing life’ as a 
follower of Jesus, alongside and 
rubbing shoulders with those who 
have no idea what a relationship 
with Jesus looks like or how 
much God loves them, utilising 
our numerous natural ‘bridges’ of 
relationships and friendships.  
The person you chat to on the 
train or bus to work, the guy at 
the golf club, the mum at the 
school gate, the person in your 
class or lecture, or the person you 
chat with by the photocopier or 
the water cooler or whoever.  You 
get the idea! 
 

 It may seem scary but 
actually it’s one of the most 

natural things in the world, what I 
call the ‘Antioch Principle’. One 
of the first great cities to see an 
explosion of Christian growth 
was Antioch (Acts 11:19-30).  
The emphasis is not on great 
leaders or paid professionals, but 
on a great crowd of nameless 
witnesses, the ‘laos’ as they were 
called, the ‘little people’ who 
spread the message through how 
they lived  their lives with those 
around them and through their 
countless interactions and 
conversations.  That’s what 
happens when the church has a 
story to tell and loads of 
connections or bridges for that 
story to cross over.  It isn’t 
necessarily dramatic, but simply 
attractive enough for those with 
whom we rub shoulders to want 
to know more of the difference a 
relationship with Jesus makes.  
We have to face the fact that if we 
want to see conversion growth in 
our church, we must be 
committed to making our main 
priority the building of intentional 
relationships with those who 
aren’t Christians.  
 

 It has been estimated that 
70% of people who come to faith 
do so because they had a friend 
who is a Christian. If you were to 
walk around a Welsh mining 
village during the revivals of  
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Congratulations to: 
Jon & Tessa Senior on the safe arrival of Bethan 
Emily born on Thursday 13 May weighing 8lb.6½oz. 
a sister for James.  They really appreciated the 
prayers, love, cards and yummy meals from the 
congregation.

1904 you would have seen an en-
vironment where people worked 
near home and where, with those 
little terraced houses crammed up 
the hillsides, everybody knew 
everybody.  So when someone 
who was a drunkard and a wife 
beater came to faith, the whole 
street knew about it.  But today in 
our ever increasing non-relational 
society, someone can be radically 
converted in a street and it makes 
no difference to anyone because 
we don’t know our neighbours.  
 

 There are two implications 
of this for us today at WBC.  The 
first is that we need to figure out 
ways of effectively breaking out 
of our Christian ghettos and into 
natural but intentional relation-

ships and friendships with those 
around us.  The second is to have 
the confidence to believe that the 
truth of the gospel will impact 
others through our relationships 
as we do life with Jesus alongside 
others.

My old school 
friends were very against me be-
coming a Christian but they have 
come to accept my faith and have 
let us pray for them.  They say 
that if it works then they are okay 
with it and would like prayer.  I 
love being a witness to my friends 
and work colleagues and am very 
open to them, and they even talk 
to us about our faith at work func-
tions. 
 At church I have helped 
with Edge trips, hosted some stu-
dents, and done Night Shelter 
painting and outreach gardening 
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Tim’s Ordination   
 
May 9th was a double celebration 
for WBC and the Williamsons 
with Harry’s Dedication and 
Tim’s  Ordinat ion .   The 
Dedication was a great reminder 
of God’s unshakeable faithfulness 
to Cherie and Tim as a couple.  
Tim’s undertaker-in-training suit 
was a natural target for comment 
but as befitted the occasion it was 
Harry who stole the limelight 
wanting to lead us in worship on  
 

the drums and refusing to allow 
“Uncle Ewen” anywhere near 
him. 
 During his Ordination we 
were reminded of Tim’s story 
after he gave his life to Jesus in 
1988 and that we at WBC have 
known only five out of his twenty 
years of ministry in three 
different churches, mainly as a 
youth specialist.  However, in 
affirming God’s anointing Ewen 
explained how WBC had seen 
Tim grow over this time into a 
church leader with both pastoral 

as part of the Favour cluster. 
 I work as a Customs Officer 
based at Heathrow Airport in an 
anti-smuggling team called MIB 
(Merchandise in Baggage, not 
Men in Black) dealing with im-
ports and exports and detecting 
prohibited and restricted good 
such as illegal drugs, etc., and 
arresting smugglers.  It involves 
shift work which can be difficult 
for home life and attending things 
on a regular basis. 
 I am a volunteer youth work 
at KAYAC, a youth centre in 
Winnall, which has an average of 
50 young people each Monday 
and Tuesday night from Winnall, 
Highcliffe and Stanmore.  It is 
challenging and sometimes very 

hard, but the satisfaction of help-
ing young people far outweighs 
the negatives.  If you want to 
know more just ask me when you 
see me.  And when there is time 
to relax I collect lead soldiers and 
scenery and enjoy making dio-
ramas of them. I don’t play with 
them and go “Bang, bang, you’re 
dead” - honest! 
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compassion and a fire for 
personal evangelism.  Grenville 
Overton (Southern Counties 
Baptist Association Team Leader) 
echoed these characteristics, 
highlighting Tim’s gift for 
understanding how to make 
church relevant and alive in our 
modern culture.  This passion for 
encouraging us to live in 
relationship with a risen Jesus, 
each other and the folks around us 
(or “just doing life together” as he 
would put it) was clearly evident 
with Tim’s heartfelt prayer that 
God would equip and anoint us as 
well as him for service.  Finally, 
representatives of all ages of the 
congregation laid hands on Tim 

before Grenville preached on 
“Priority, Focus & Trust-
worthiness” from 2 Timothy 2. 
 It goes without saying that 
once the service was over and it 
was all too late, his “friends” 
from the past twenty years 
expressed quiet amazement that 
Tim had managed to fool us and 
so many committees to finally get 
Rev’d up.  Equally, it goes 
without saying that we at WBC 
are very grateful that God called 
this gifted (if a bit northern) 
couple to us and we wish Cherie 
and Tim every blessing as their 
ministry together begins a new 
chapter with us.

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Church Secretary’s report 
 
The church held its Annual General Meeting on 19th May.  The first 
substantive item on the agenda was a presentation by Sheila McAulay 
of the proposal to appoint a part-time (up to 20 hours per week) 
Children’s Ministry Worker to take forward our existing children’s 
work, initiate culturally relevant activities attractive to unchurched 
children, develop children’s spiritual gifts and provide a stronger link 
to families.  Following considerable discussion and a time of prayer 
the meeting voted overwhelmingly in favour of the proposal and gave 
the go-ahead to a sub-group to advertise, shortlist applicants and 
interview, with the aim of filling the post by the autumn. 
 

 Moving on to the specific AGM business, I introduced the 
Leadership Team’s Annual Report.  This is a formal document 
designed to demonstrate to the Charity Commission that we are 
complying with charity regulations and are delivering benefit to the 
public.  It provides a good summary of the activities that the church 
and its members have been involved in during the past year.  You can 
collect a copy from the church office or read it on the church website 
(there’s a link to it from the About Us/Welcome page). 
 

 Included in the same document are the 2009/10 Accounts.  Our 
treasurer David Hook reminded the meeting that the 2009 AGM had 
budgeted for a deficit of £21,000.  However, a combination of a 
sustained increase in personal giving and the deferment of a 
maintenance project meant that the final out-turn was a surplus of 
£8,000.  20% of our general income (£44,000) was donated to mission 
work, in addition to over £50,000 of restricted giving. 
 

 The meeting approved a budget for 2010/11 with forecast total 
income amounting to £233,000 and planned expenditure of £250,000.  
The former assumes a 3.5% increase in personal giving.  The latter 
includes 
a 1.31% increase in the salaries of all the church’s permanent paid 

staff; 
£8,500 for short-term mission support; 
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£7,390 funding for Clusters; 
funding for the part-time Children’s Ministry Worker; and 
£22,500 for repairs and maintenance, including rectifying damp at the 

Manse and a leaking roof and roof-light at the church, a new manse 
kitchen, acoustic screens for the church hall and improvements to 
the baptistery. 

The forecast £17,000 deficit can be funded from our reserves of 
£72,000 and represents the one-off capital expenditure on the church 
and manse premises. 
 

 The meeting affirmed in their roles the many people holding 
positions of responsibility in the church – the list is reproduced on 
page 23. 
 

 Ewen, in his Pastor’s Report on the past year, reflected on the 
wide range of mission activity that the church is involved with, the 
valuable work in helping Seniors find faith, and the fact that Clusters 
are developing better than expected at this stage.  Looking ahead, he 
touched on the Street Pastors initiative which the police are asking the 
churches to set up in Winchester, our 2011 Church Weekend Away 
and the church’s 150th anniversary next February. 
 

 Other, non-AGM business, included 
accepting James and Rachel Dawson into membership; 
an explanation of how the Clusters budget is to be used for training, 

discipleship materials and mission events, to develop the gifts and 
resource the activities of those within the groups; 

an explanation of how the Seniors work will be handed over from Liz 
Stacey and Jill Purkiss to Hannah and David Strutt, who start 
work on 10th August; and 

mention of the loss of 15 young adults from The Edge when they go to 
university or on gap years in the autumn, and the loss of more than 
half of the leaders at the same time. 

 

 Looking ahead to the next bi-monthly Church Meeting on 14th 
July, we will be voting on nominations for the post of Deacon & 
Advocate for Children and receiving two more applications for 
membership.

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Visit to Kenya 
by Helen Howes 
 
Peter and I went to Kenya for 10 
days recently.  I had had a dream to 
do some sort of therapeutic work 
with children for about 5 years and 
it was fantastic to have a chance to 
put it into action.  We had a contact, 
a lady Phoebe, who runs an 
orphanage [as well as 2 schools, a church, bits of farms and I don’t 
know what else!!] in Kisumu on Lake Victoria.  I decided the best 
thing was to teach the workers in the orphanage and the school 
teachers of the youngest children about attachment, some effects of 
trauma and the importance of play. Then we sang lullabies with the 
babies and played with the children.  These ideas were new to them, 
but they were very open and were planning ways to use these simple 
ways to help the children. 

  I was also invited on a 
pastoral visit into the Obunga 
slum in Kisumu.  It was an 
amazing experience!  In the first 
shack we met a lady who was 
really ill with a bad chest.   We 
prayed for her and she was 
immediately better and has 
remained strong since.  There 
was a young woman next door 
with a baby.  She sat on the dirt 

floor [as there was only one settee] and told Phoebe about her despair 
as her husband had no work and there was no money.  She was not a 
Christian but Phoebe gently led her to the Lord.  She knelt to confess 
her sins on the dirt floor and accepted Christ.  We prayed for her and 
she visibly felt the power of the Holy Spirit.  Phoebe encouraged her to 
come to church despite the fact that her husband had beaten her up 
when she had visited the church previously! 
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 The next visit was to a family 
where the mother had HIV Aids - 
but she had had to go out.  Instead 
we met her 14 year old son, Tyson, 
who was a Christian and had a 
dream to finish school and become 
an engineer.  Life was not easy for 
him as he did not have many 
friends.  Most of his peers were out 
drinking and sniffing glue.  We 
prayed that he would stick to his dream, and be the hope for that 
family.  After that we visited the house of a church member who was 
ill with a fever.  We prayed for her, and initially she improved, but 
then the fever returned.  A paracetamol injection and a quinine drip 
were sent for to set up in the shack!  Meanwhile the old lady who 
accompanied us, who was also a leader in the church, cleaned her 
house.  The whole morning was a beautiful and moving experience of 
God's people doing his work. 
 Peter spoke in the church on the first Sunday and people were 
touched by God, some healed and 2 became Christians.  He had 
meetings with groups of business people, and then travelled to 
Migouri.  That became rather more exciting than planned as they got 
caught in flash floods and the car had to be pushed along mud roads 
nevertheless he managed to catch up with some friends in the 
region.  Unfortunately the car got damaged and he had a 3.5 hour bus 
journey back.  He was looking at a number of business / community 
opportunities and had a particularly good meeting with Wellington, 
who is working for the University and is looking at growth in 

community projects.   
 Thank you for praying for us.   
It was fantastic for me to realize a 
dream although it brings a 
responsibility to further establish it!  
We hope to revisit in the first half 
of next year.  If anyone else is 
interested please come and talk with 
us.

 Paul was in Winchester for about 12 years, first as our 
Assistant Minister, then as Minister at the Church plant in 
Harestock.  After nine years at Hucknall Baptist Church in 
Nottingham, he was inducted as Minister of Crossways 
Community Baptist Church, Dorking in March 
 Their son Ben is currently a Youth Worker at Lee Abbey 
and their daughter Beth is a music student at Surrey University. 
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Visit to India 
by Paul Bulkley 
 
My involvement in India began 
14 years ago with a post 
university gap year to South 
India.  It was then that the initial 
contacts were made  with the 
local Indian Christians Naomi and 
I now support.  Our main contact 
is a Pastor called Daniel 
Pachaiyappan who heads up a 
remarkably fruitful ministry 
involving church planting (80 
churches so far), an orphanage, 
and work supporting 400 local 
widows and three leprosy 
communities.   

 Three years ago we took a 
group of my students from 
Southampton University out there 
for three weeks on a building 
project related to the leprosy 
work.  The students had raised 
£15K towards the purchase of a 
piece of land.  Three years of 
bureaucracy later we have finally 
managed to transfer the funds and 
are in a position to now buy a 
piece of land on which we 
propose to build a new leprosy 
and homeless community.  My 
recent visit was primarily about 
the purchase of this land parcel.  
 

 As is often the way with 
trips to India, the focus on the 

ground turned out to be much 
more about ministry, Daniel 
never being one to miss an 
opportunity. Although I was only 
on the ground for five days the 
trip ended up involving preaching 
at a three days crusade in South 
India, about three hours from 
Daniel’s town, speaking at a 
pastors’ training day, helping to 
distribute food to 400 widows, 
preaching at the Sunday service at 
Daniel’s church and baptising ten 
people at the local river.  It really 
did feel like a week in the New 
Testament and it was a real 
privilege to serve God alongside 
someone like Daniel and play a 
part in what God is doing there.  
 

  It was also challenging to 
see that the work of the gospel is 
no easier there than here.  Just 
like here most people attending 
the crusade were Christians from 
the local churches and it took 
three days before a handful of 
Hindu people begun to attend the 
meetings.  Their secret of success 
is very simple it seems.  They just 
work extremely hard at spreading 
the gospel.  One night we got 
back to Daniel’s home at 5 am 
rather than the usual 2am having 
driven all night.  He was up and 
out by 6am as it was the first 
Monday of the month and they 
always prayer walk the city.

Each day is a fresh start and he 
never seems to let yesterday 
affect today, no matter how much 
we might feel that a rest was well 
deserved.  God’s grace is 
sufficient to meet today’s needs.  
I had asked the church to pray for 
strength as I knew it would be a 
busy trip.  Despite speaking 
several times each day, and 
travelling for over six hours most 
days I never felt tired.  I didn't 
even feel the need to sleep on the 
plane on the way home.  It really 
felt like God’s provision of 
strength.  
 One of the things I have 
brought home is a realisation that 
India is changing more rapidly 
than I had ever imagined and with 
it my (and all of our) ability to 

support God’s work there.  I 
estimate that inflation is running 
at about 15% a year in land and 
construction and I am very aware 
that my ability to cheaply fund 
God’s work there is coming to a 
rapid end.  This will have big 
implications on a local church 
that has had two hundred years of 
Western support.  I am challenged 
to do something about this and 
will be returning to run a series of 
courses for local Christians 
wanting to develop basic 
entrepreneurial skills that might 
allow them to prosper in their 
emerging economy.  I hope this 
will go some way to ensuring the 
local Christians are able to 
support their local church in the 
years to come.

Alice Huffman to South Africa  
From September this year I will be spending 
nine months with BMS World Mission as 
part of their gap year programme called

young people, probably involved in orphanage and AIDS work as well 
as prayer, teaching and sports outreach.

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Sam Smith to Zambia 
I will be going out to Zambia at the beginning 
of September for 6 months, and will be 
working at the Ndubaluba Outdoor Centre 
(Ndubaluba is linked to Chengelo School 
where Beckie spent her Gap Year in 2008).  
The outdoors is a great part of my life and I 
will be volunteering in the Centre that does 
activities from canoeing, cycling, climbing, 
expedition mountaineering and much more – 
it’s perfect for me! 
 Ndubaluba Adventure Education is a 
Christian run organisation that was founded 
by Chengelo School in 1994.  As well as teaching all the children from 
the School in outdoor pursuits, of which teaching the gospel takes a big 
part, they also take groups of street kids and under-privileged kids who 
have issues such as trust, as well as never being able to experience the 
fun of the outdoors, and it allows them to experience this.  Something I 
am very passionate about. 
 The trip is going to cost about £1500.  Any donations towards 
the cost would be appreciated. 
Prayer Points 
—that I am able to be really useful, that all the gifts and training I have 
been given will be used, particularly in expedition leading and outdoor 
pursuits. 
—that the Lord will impact the lives of all those I make contact with 
—that everything runs smoothly.  I will be living in the middle of the 
Zambian bush in mud huts with a generator, something I am looking 
forward to, but have never experienced before 
—I have travelled a bit by myself before but not for this long. I  hope that I 
am able to engage with the centre staff (they all seem really good people) 
 
Isaac Myers to Toronto, Canada 
I have applied to the Toronto Airport Christian Fellowship to attend its 
School of Ministry.  If I am accepted on the ‘Heart’ School I will leave 
at the start of September, staying in Canada until mid-January, longer 
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if I stay on for  ‘Worship’ or ‘Revelation’ Schools. 
 The ‘Heart’ School deals with personal 
issues, ministry, basic theology and many different 
aspects which tie together the fundamental core of 
Christian life, service and ministry.  I have the 
opportunity to select areas which I feel God is 
calling me to, study them and then practice in the 
church itself!  A main feature is the practical 
application of knowledge being learned through 
continual service to the church and specific 
outreach projects including a three-week international trip. 
Why am I going? 
 The School says ‘if you want to get real with God, get real with 
life, and make a real difference in the world around you, then the Heart 
module has your name written all over it’.  This is exactly what I want.  
I want to grow emotionally and spiritually, developing a real intimacy 
with God.  The School will also allow me to help other people, directly 
through mission and indirectly through the skills I will gain and use in 
the future. 
What practical and spiritual things do I need? 
 In total the whole trip will cost about £5000.  I am planning some 
fund-raising events like a sit-down meal, a live piano ‘concert’ and 
selling artwork.  If people were able to support me at events like these, 
that would really help.  I am also searching for a part-time job  over the 
summer to provide a source of income. If anyone can help please 
contact me. 
Primarily I need prayer: 
—that I would be able to pay for the course and that God would 
provide financially for this trip 
—for spiritual growth and blessing while I am away 
—stepping out of my comfort zone will be difficult and this will be my 
longest ever time away from home 
—that I will settle in well, adjust and not suffer from all the practical 
issues that could go wrong. 
 Really I just want to come back changed, healed, trained and 
alive, ready to really make a difference to the world in which I live.
